As a fitting introduction to trls new publication nothing
could be more suiteble then to quote from Weldon Heald!'s article on
the subject, vhich appeared iIn the Oct. '60 Southern Sierran.

"Southern Californisns are lucky. Los Angeles and Vienna are
the only two citiss of over a million population in the entire world
that have great mountsin ranges at their doorsteps. High above the
crowded, smonmgy valleys, from Santa Barbara to San Diego, are running
stroams, green mcadows, little tarns and forests whers tho sun-flltered
peace is broken only by the siching of the pines. Mgyke they wcren't
the hirhest mountains in the world, the grandest, or the most benuti-
ful - but they provide a mighty satisfying escape batech from tho
tenslona of modern living,

For many years in my spars time I headed for these high
places. Although mors intercsted in exploring Southern Cnlifornia's
exhilirating rooftops theon in peakbagsing, I found in 1946 thoat I had
stood upon 100 surmits over 5,000 ft. altitude between Tchachopl Poss
and the Mexicnn border. The expcrience in doing so hud been so grat-
ifying that I suggested to a few fellow Sicrrans that ve start a
"Hundrod Peaks Came." The rules were simple - roach the top of 100
Southern California mountains, 5,000' or over on foot, horsecback, car,
helicopter or levitation. They liked the ideoa, mnd for o methling to
aim ot we proparsd a list of 211 188 nared pcaks in the Santa Barbara,
San CGobricl, San Bernardino, Son Jacinto, San Diego end other smalloer
Southern Czlifornia rances, Anong theso we were surpriscd that 13
toppzd 10,000 ft. clovation.

The Hundred Poaks goaro courht on irmediately, and since thm
an increasing nurber of snthusiastic Sicrra Club mombers hove boen
ferreting out remote rocds, trails, cmyons, and firebreoks to rcach
seldom=-visited rountaine to add to their collectl on. 41l Hundred
Pocalrors keep records ond capare notes, ond attailning the centuyy
surmit 1s on occasion for congratulation cnd celebration. It clso
mom 8 that the distinctive bluc-and-vhite cnarmel Hundred Pealks onblen
ray be proudly displayed on hat or shirt.

The "Gare" was o popular Sicrra Club activity with no offi-
clal stabus until 1955, when it becare o full-flodged scction of the
Angeles Chaptere. Then, bylaws were adopted, chairman and other offle-
cers clected, nnd a definite purposc stated., Thils readss: "to cn-
courace the climbing of pe aks throughout Southern Californic; to pro-
serve rocords, history and other informatien of thesc penks; nnd to
brins together those having this rmtual intercst. Peoks shall be over
5,000', south of the Tehachapl Pass and west of the descrt basins." A
rovised 1ist of 212 nared rountains wesg cormpiled md nenbership oponed
to all Sicrrang who roach the top of any 25 of thon,

But vh atever ths Hundrod Pealks Seetion ney do in the future,
therc 1an't a doubt that it hns already greatly stirmlated appre-
ciation of Southern California's natural heritago. Up iIn the quict,
unspoiled sky-country, its rermbers scern to have found an mtidote to
